Section 1. Law amended — authorized securities.—Mason's
Minnesota Statutes of 1927, Section 7714, Subdivision 1, is
amended to read as follows:

1. (d) In the bonds or other interest hearing obligations
of the United States, or in securities for the payment of which and
interest thereon the faith of the government is pledged.

(b) In Hie bonds or other interest bearing securities of the
Dominion of Canada, provided that the full faith and credit of
the Dominion of Canada is pledged for the payment thereof
and provided further that they tire payable in 'United Slates dol-
Uirs within the L7nited States.

An act relating to compensation for boarding prisoners by
sheriffs, uwendiny Mason's Supplement., 1940, Section 10857.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota-.

Section 1. Law amended.—Mason's Supplement, 3940, Sec-
tion 10857, is hereby amended to read as follows:

Sec. 10857. Compensation for boarding prisoners.—Every
sheriff in charge of a county jail shall receive from the coun-
ty compensation for board and washing for prisoners as fol-
lows:

On the last day of each month he shall render to the county
board a verified statement showing the name of each prisoner and
the number of days boarded. The pay shall be seventy-five cents
per day, provided, liowcver, there .shall Ite an additional pay of
25 cents per day effective for a period of two years commencing
May 1, 1943, and proportionately for a fractional day for each
prisoner. In every county where the sheriff's compensation for
board of prisoners is fixed by special law it shall so continue
