CHAPTER 493—H. F. No. 73

An act providing that recorded easements, restrictions or
permits shall survive sales of taz-forfeited la’nds, amending
Minnesota Statutes 1949, Section 282.01, Subdivision 6; 280.03
and 280.11.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:
Section 1.  Minnesota Statutes 1949, Section 282.01, Sub-
division 6, is amended o read:

Subd. 6.  Certificate, commissioner of taxation. When
any sale has been made by the county auditor under sections
282.01 to 282,13, he shall immediately certify to the commis-
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sioner of taxation such information relating to such sale, on
such forms as the commissioner of taxation may prescribe as
will enable the commissioner of taxation to prepare an appro-
priate deed if the sale is for cash, or keep his necessary records
if the sale is on terms; and not later than October 31 of each
vear the county auditor shall submit to the commissioner of
taxation a statement of all instances wherein any payment of
principal, interest, or current taxes on lands held under certifi-
cate, due or to be paid during the preceding calendar years,
are still outstanding at the time such certificate is made. When
such statement shows that a purchaser or his assignee is in de-
fault, the commissioner of.taxation may instruct the county
board of the county in which the land is located fo cancel said
certificate of sale in the manner provided by subdivision 5 of
this section, provided that upon recommendation of the county
board, and where the circumstances are such that the commis-
sioner of taxation after investigation is satisfied that the pur-
chaser has made every effort reasonable to make payment of
both the annual instalment and said taxes, and that there has
been no wilful neglect on the part of the purchaser in meeting
these obligations, then the commissioner of taxation may ex-
tend the time for the payment for such period as he may deem
warranted, not to exceed one year. On payment in full of the
purchase price, appropriate conveyance in fee, in such form
as may be prescribed by the attorney general, shall be issued
by the commissioner of taxation, which conveyance shall have
the force and effect of a patent from the state subject to ease-
ments and restrictions of record at the date of the tax judg-
ment sale, including, but without limitation, permits for tele-
phone, telegraph, and electric power lines either by under-
ground cable or conduit or otherwise, sewer and water lines,
highways, railroads, and pipe lines for gas, liquids, or solids in
suspension.

281, such certificate shall pass to the purchaser an estate
therein, in fee simple, without any other act or deed whatever
subject to easements and restrictions of record at the date of
the tax judgment sale, including, but without limitation, per-
mits for telephone, telegraph, and electric power lines either
by underground cable or conduit or otherwise, sewer and water
lines, highways, railroads, and pipe lines for gas, liquids, or
solids in suspension. Such certificate may be recorded, after
the time for redemption shall have expired, as other deeds of
real estate, and with like effect. If any purchaser at such sale
shall purchase more than one parcel, the auditor shall issue to

him a certificate for each parcel so purchased.

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the time when such taxes became delinquent. He shall execute
to such person a certificate for such parcel, which may be sub-
stantmlly in the following form:
