An act relating to taxes on and measured by net in-
come; itncluding certein amounts within the definition of
“gross income”; relating to inheritance and itransfer taxes,
providing certain exemptions and deductions relating thereto;
amending Minnesota Statules 1957, Sections £90.01, Subdivi-
sion 20, and £91.07, by adding o new subdivision, Minnesota
Statutes 1957, Chapter 291, by adding a new section.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:
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1898 EXTRA SESSION LAWS [Chap.

Section 1. Minnesota Statutes 1967, Section 290.01,
Subdivision 20, is amended to read:

Subd. 20. Gross income. Except as otherwise pro-
vided in this chapter, the term “gross income” includes every
kind of compensation for labor or personal services of every
kind from any private or public employment, office, position
.or services (including amounts paid, by or on behalf of an
employer, whether as gifts or otherwise, by reason of the
death of an employee); income derived from the ownership
or use of property; gains or profits derived from every kind
of disposition of, or every kind of dealing in, property; in-
come derived from the transaction of any trade or business; -
and income derived from any source. Items of gross income
includible within these definitions shall be deemed such re-
gardless of the form in which received. Items of gross income
shall be included in gross income of the taxable year in which
received by a taxpayer unless properly {o be accounted for as
of a different taxable year under methods of accounting per-
mitted by section 290,07, except that (1) amounts transferred
from a reserve or other account, if in effect transfers to sur-
plus, shall, to the extent that such amounts were accumulated
through deductions from gross income or entered into the
computation of taxable net income during any taxable year,
be treated as gross income for the year in which the transfer
occurs, but only to the extent that such amounts resulted in
a reduction of the tax imposed by this act, and (2) amounts
received as refunds on account of taxes deducted from. gross
income during any taxable year shall be treated as gross in-
come for the year in which actually received, but only to the
extent; that such amounts resulted in a reduction of the tax
imposed by this act. If a husband and wife have filed a joint
federal income tax return and separate Minnesota income tax
returns for the same taxable period, amounts received as
refunds on account of federal income taxes paid shall be in-
cluded in gross income in the same ratio as the deductions
for federal income taxes were claimed in the separate Minne-
sota tax returns. .o

Sec. 2. Minnesota Statutes 1957, Chapter 291, is
amended by adding a new section te read as follows:

[291.066] Employee retirement plans, exemption. The
value of an annuity or other payment receivable by any bene-
ficiary (other tham the execuior) after December 81, 19586,
shall be exempt from inherilance lax if received under (1)
an employees’ trust (or under a contract purchased by an em-
ployees’ trust). forming part of o pension, stock bonus, or
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profit-sharing plan, which at the time of the decedent’s sepa-
ration from employment (whether by death or otherwise), or
al the time of termination of the plan if earlier, met the re-
quirement of Section 401 (a) of the Internal Revenue Code of
1954, as adapted to the provisions of this chapter under regu-
lations issued by the commissioner of tazation; or (2) a re-
tirement annuity contract purchased by an employer (and not
by an employees’ trust) pursuant to a plan, which at the
tims of the decedent’s separation from employment (by death
or otherwise), or at the time of termination of the plan if
earlier, met the requiremenis of paragraph (8) of Section
401 (a) of such code, as adapted to the provisions of this
chapter under regulations issued by the commissioner of taz-
ation. If such amounts payable after the death of the decedent
under o plan described in clause (1) or (2) are atiributable
to any extent to payments or contributions made by the dece-
dent, no exemption shall be allowed for that part of the value
of such amounis in the proportion that the total payments or
contribulions made by the decedent bears to the total payments
or contributions made. For purposes of the preceding sentence,
contributions or payments made by the decedent’'s employer
or former employer under o trust or plan described in clause
&1) gr gz) shall not be considered to be contributed by the
ecedent. .

Sec. 3. Minnesota Statutes 1957, Section 291.07 is
amended as follows: '

291.07 Expenses relating to death. Subdivision 1.
Reasonable expenses of administration, funeral expenses, ex-
penses of last sickness, claims against the decedent duly al-
lowed as such, family maintenance to the extent provided by
section 291,10 and allowances to the surviving spouse, Federal
estate taxes and taxes which have accrued or are a lien on
property in the estate at the date of death, shall be allowed as
deductions, in the amount allowed by the probate court having
jurisdiction, before computing the tax.

Subd. 2. If no probaie proceedings are had, then, in
the case of joint temancy property, there shall be allowed as
deductions to ¢ widow expenses of last sickness and funeral
in the amount remaining unpaid at the death of decedent, pro-
viding such expenses are paid by the widow and are not
claimed as a deduction for income tax purposes.
