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Sec. 6. No provision of this act shall be construed as reducing
the amount or rate of contribution to the association by the munici-
pality or a member of the association from such minimum contribu-
tions as are prescribed by-the Police and Firemen's Relief Associa-
tions Guidelines Act of 1969. Notwithstanding the provisions of this
or any other act, the association and the municipality and the officers
of each are authorized to do all things required by the Guidelines Act
as conditions for the contribution of public funds or the levy of taxes
for •the support of the association.

Sec. 7. This act is effective upon its approval by the govern-
ing body of the city of Virginia and upon compliance with Minnesota
Statutes, Section 645.021.

CHAPTER 579—H. F. No. 1636

An act relating to financial institutions and mortgagees; amend-
ing Minnesota Statutes 1967, Section 47.20. .

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:

Section 1. Minnesota Statutes 1967, Section 47 !20, is
amended to read:

47.20 Financial institutions; use of federal acts. Pursuant
to such regulations as the commissioner of banks finds to be necessary
and proper, // any, banks, savings banks, mutual savings banks, build-
ing, and loan associations, and savings and loan associations organized
under the laws of this state or the United States, trust companies,
trust companies acting as fiduciaries, and other banking institutions
subject to the supervision .of the commissioner of banks, and mortga-
gees or lenders approved or certified by the secretary of housing and
urban development or approved or certified by the'administration of
veterans affairs, are authorized:

(1) To make such loans and advances of credit and pur-
chases of obligations representing loans and advances of credit as are
insured by the federal housing administrator secretary of housing and
urban development pursuant to the national housing act, as amended,
or the administrator of veterans affairs pursuant to the servicemen's
readjustment act of 1944, as amended, and to obtain such insurance;
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(2) To make such loans secured by mortgages on real prop-
erty which the federal houoing administrator secretary of housing and
urban development or the administrator of veterans affairs has in-
sured or made a commitment to insure, and to obtain such insurance.

CHAPTER 580—H. F. No. 2161

An act relating to the highway patrol; powers and duties; appro-
priating money therefor; amending Minnesota Statutes 1967, Section
161.47, Subdivision 1.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:

Section 1. Minnesota Statutes 1967, Section 161.47, Subdivi-
sion 1, is amended to read;

161.47 Highway patrol. Subdivision 1. Members.
TTie commissioner is hereby authorized to employ and designate a
highway safety director, a chief supervisor, and such assistant super-
visors, sergeants and officers as are provided by law, who shall com-
prise the Minnesota highway patrol. The members of the Minnesota
highway patrol shall have the power and authority:

(1) As peace officers to enforce the provisions of the law re-
lating to the protection of and use of trunk highways.

(2) At all times to direct all traffic on trunk highways in con-
fonnance with law, and hi the event of a fire or other emergency, or
to expedite traffic or to insure safety, to direct traffic on other roads as
conditions may require notwithstanding the provisions of law.

(3) To serve warrants and legal documents anywhere in the
state in cases initiated by a member of the Minnesota highway patrol
for offenses committed on trunk highways.

(4) To serve orders of the commissioner or his duly autho-
rized agents issued under the provisions of the Drivers License Law,
the Safety Responsibility Act, or relating to authorized brake and
light testing stations, anywhere in the state and to take possession of
any license, permit or certificate ordered to be surrendered.

(5) To conduct drivers license examinations anywhere in the
state when specifically so directed by the commissioner.
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
