(5)  On all natural and artificial sparkling wines containing
alcohol, the sum of 20 cents per gallon;

(6) On all other distilled spirituous liquors, liqueurs, cor-
dials, and liguors designated as specialties regardless of alcoholic con-
tent the sum of 75 cents per gallon, but not including ethyl alcohol;
provided, that in computing the tax on any package of spirits a pro-
portional tax at a like rate on all fractional parts of a gallon shall be
paid except that all fractional parts of a gallon less than one-sixteenth
shall be taxed at the same rate as shall be taxed for one-sixteenth of a
gallon; provided, however, that the contents of miniatures containing
two fluid ounces or less shall be taxed two cents.

Sec. 21.  The provisions of section 20 shall become effective
July 1, 1969,

Sec. 22. The provisions of sections 12 to 18 shall become
effective upon enactment.
