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CHAPTER 545—H.F.No.3334

An act relating to taxation; providing for the assessment of certain attached
machinery and equipment; amending Minnesota Statutes, 1973 Supplement, Sec-
tions 272.02, Subdivision I; 272.03, Subdivision 1; and 273.13, Subdivision 4.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF MIN-
NESOTA:

Section 1. Minnesota Statutes, 1973 Supplement, Section 272.02,
Subdivision 1, is amended to read:

272.02 TAXATION; ASSESSMENT; MACHINERY AND EQUIP-
MENT; EXEMPT PROPERTY. Subdivision 1. Except as provided in
other subdivisions of this section, all property described in this section
to the extent herein limited shall be exempt from taxation:

(1) AH public burying grounds;

(2) All public schoolhouses;

(3) All public hospitals;

(4) All academies, colleges, and universities, and all seminaries of
learning;

(5) All churches, church property, and houses of worship;

(6) Institutions of purely public charity;

(7) All public property exclusively used for any public purpose;

(8) All natural cheese held in storage for aging by the original
Minnesota manufacturer;

(9) (a) Class 2 property of every household of the value of $100,
maintained in the principal place of residence of the owner thereof.
The county auditor shall deduct such exemption from the total valua-
tion of such property as equalized by the tax commissioner assessed to
such household, and extend the levy of taxes upon the remainder only.
The term "household" as used in this section is defined to be a domes-
tic establishment maintained either (1) by two or more persons living
together within the same house or place of abode, subsisting in com-
mon and constituting a domestic or family relationship, or (2) by one
person.

(b) During the period of his active service and for six months af-
ter his discharge therefrom, no member of the armed forces of the
United States shall lose status of a householder under paragraph (a)
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which he had immediately prior to becoming a member of the armed
forces.

In case there is an assessment against more than one member of
a household the $100 exemption shall be divided among the members
assessed in the proportion that the assessed value of the Class 2 prop-
erty of each bears to the total assessed value of the Class 2 property of
all the members assessed. The Class 2 property of each household
claimed to be exempt shall be limited to property in one taxing district,
except in those cases where a single domestic establishment is main-
tained in two or more adjoining districts.

Bonds and certificates of indebtedness hereafter issued by the
state of Minnesota, or by any county, city, or village of the state, or
any town, or any common or independent school district of the state,
or any governmental board of the state, or any county, city, or village
thereof, shall hereafter be exempt from taxation; provided, that noth-
ing herein contained shall be construed as exempting such bonds from
the payment of a tax thereon, as provided for by section 291.01, when
any of such bonds constitute, in whole or in part, any inheritance or
bequest, taken or received by any person or corporation.

(10) Farm machinery manufactured prior to 1930, which is used
only for display purposes as a collectors item;

(11) The taxpayer shall be exempted with respect to, all agricul-
tural products, inventories, stocks of merchandise of all sorts, all mate-
rials, parts and supplies, furniture and equipment, manufacturers ma-
terial, manufactured articles including the inventories of
manufacturers, wholesalers, retailers and contractors; and the furnish-
ings of a room or apartment in a hotel, rooming house, tourist court,
motel or trailer camp, tools and machinery which by law are consid-
ered as personal property, and the property described in section
272.03, subdivision 1 (c), except personal property which is part of an
electric generating, transmission, or distribution system or a pipeline
system transporting or distributing water, gas, or petroleum products
or. mains and pipes used in the distribution of steam or hot or chilled
water for heating or cooling buildings and structures .

(12) Containers of a kind customarily in the possession of the
consumer during the consumption of commodities, the sale of which
are subject to tax under the provisions of the excise tax imposed by
Extra Session Laws 1967, Chapter 32;

(13) All livestock, poultry, all horses, mules and other animals
used exclusively for agricultural purposes;

(14) All agricultural tools, implements and machinery used by the
owners in any agricultural pursuit.

(15) Real and personal property used primarily for the abatement
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and control of air, water, or land pollution to the extent that it is so
used.

Any taxpayer requesting exemption of all or a portion of any
equipment or device, or part thereof, operated primarily for the control
or abatement of air or water pollution shall file an application with the
commissioner of taxation. Any such equipment or device shall meet
standards, regulations or criteria prescribed by the Minnesota Pollution
Control Agency, and must be installed or operated in accordance with
a permit or order issued by that agency. The Minnesota Pollution Con-
trol Agency shall upon request of the commissioner furnish informa-
tion or advice to the commissioner. If the commissioner determines
that property qualifies for exemption, he shall issue an order exempt-
ing such property from taxation. Any such equipment or device shall
continue to be exempt from taxation as long as the permit issued by
the Minnesota Pollution Control Agency remains in effect.

Sec. 2. Minnesota Statutes, 1973 Supplement, Section 272.03,
Subdivision 1, is amended to read:

272.03 DEFINITIONS. Subdivision 1. (a) REAL PROPERTY. For
the purposes of taxation, "real property" includes the land itself and
all buildings, structures, and improvements or other fixtures on it, and
all rights and privileges belonging or appertaining to it, and all mines,
minerals, quarries, fossils, and trees on or under it.

(b) A building or structure shall include the building or structure
itself, together with all improvements or fixtures annexed to the build-
ing or structure, which are integrated with and of permanent benefit to
the building or structure, regardless of the present use of the building,
and which cannot be removed without substantial damage to itself or
to the building or structure.

(c) £i) The term real property shall not include tools, implements,
machinery, and equipment attached to or installed in real property for
use in the business or production activity conducted thereon, regard-
less of size, weight or method of attachment.

(ill The exclusion provided in clause (c) £i} shall not apply to. ma-
chinery and equipment includable as real estate by clauses (a) and £b)
of this section even though such machinery and equipment is used in
the business or production activity conducted on the real property if
and to the extent such business or production activity consists of fur-
nishing services or products to other buildings or structures which are
subject to taxation under this chapter.

Sec. 3. Minnesota Statutes, 1973 Supplement, Section 273.13,
Subdivision 4, is amended to read:

Subd. 4. CLASS 3. Tools, implements and machinery of an electric
generating, transmission or distribution system or a pipeline system
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transporting or distributing water, gas, or petroleum products or mains
and pipes used in the distribution of steam or hot or chilled water for
heating or cooling buildings , which are fixtures, all agricultural land,
except as provided by classes 1, 3b, 3e, all buildings and structures as-
sessed as personal property and situated upon land of the state of Min-
nesota or the United States government which is rural in character and
devoted or adaptable to rural but not necessarily agricultural use shall
constitute class 3 and shall be valued and assessed at 33 1/3 percent of
the market value thereof. All real property devoted to temporary and
seasonal residential occupancy for recreational purposes, and which is
not devoted to commercial purposes for more than 200 days in the
year preceding the year of assessment, shall be class 3 property and
assessed accordingly. For this purpose, property is devoted to commer-
cial use on a specific day if it is used, or offered for use, and a fee is
charged for such use.

Sec. 4. This act is effective for all assessments of property made
for 1974 and years following.

CHAPTER 546—H.F.No.3340

An act relating to the city of Rogers; authorizing the issuance of on-sale li-
censes for the sale of intoxicating liquor.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF MIN-
NESOTA:

Section 1. ROGERS, CITY OF; LIQUOR LICENSES. The city of
Rogers may issue one license for the on-sale of intoxicating liquor to a
private person without discontinuing operation of municipal on-sale or
off-sale liquor stores. The provisions of Minnesota Statutes, Section
340.353, Subdivision 5, Clause 3 shall not apply in the case of the li-
cense issued pursuant to this section.

Sec. 2. This act is effective upon approval by the city council of
the city of Rogers and upon compliance with Minnesota Statutes, Sec-
tion 645.021.
