For purposes of this section, "supplemental academic1.8

instruction" means corequisite instruction in reading, writing, or mathematics for students1.9

with academic deficiencies who are placed into college-level coursework.1.10

Subd. 2. Establishment. (a) The board shall establish at each campus a1.11

supplemental academic instruction program.1.12

(b) The program must:1.13

(1) allow a student to enroll in any entry-level credit-bearing college-level course1.14

while receiving supplemental academic instruction on the same subject and during the1.15

same term as the course in which the student is enrolled;1.16

(2) provide a student with targeted support related to the credit-bearing college-level1.17

course including, but not limited to, tutoring and directed group study time, to increase the1.18
