or is designated as legal tender by a governmental authority;1.10

(2) "coin" means a currency made of gold, silver, or other metal; and1.11

(3) "bullion" means bars, ingots, coins, or commemorative medallions of gold,1.12

silver, platinum, palladium, or a combination of these metals where the value of the item1.13

depends on the metal content and not the form.1.14

(b) The intent of this subdivision is to eliminate the difference in tax treatment1.15

between the sale of currency, coins, and bullion and the sale of stocks, bonds, and other1.16

investment instruments.1.17
