1.15 Regulatory Board to prepare students to take the emergency medical technician certification​

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2.1 (d) Eligible uses of grant funds include teacher salaries, transportation, equipment costs,​

2.3 (e) To the extent practicable, the commissioner must award half of the grant funds to​

2.4 applicants outside of the seven-county metropolitan area, and 30 percent of the grant funds​

2.5 to applicants with high concentrations of students who are of color.​

2.6 (f) The base for fiscal year 2024 is $1,000,000.​
