Directory information; other personally identifiable information about1.11

a student. (a) Information designated as directory information pursuant to the provisions1.12

of United States Code, title 20, section 1232g and Code of Federal Regulations, title 34,1.13

section 99.37 which are in effect on January 1, 2007, is public data on individuals. When1.14

conducting the directory information designation and notice process required by federal1.15

law, an educational agency or institution shall give parents and students notice of the1.16

right to refuse to let the agency or institution designate any or all data about the student1.17

as directory information. This notice may be given by any means reasonably likely to1.18

inform the parents and students of the right.1.19

(b) Notwithstanding other law to the contrary, except law governing law enforcement1.20

activities, and in addition to section 13.04, subdivision 2, at the time a governmental entity1.21

collects personally identifiable information about a student, the agency or institution must1.22

provide an eligible student or a parent with a reasonable opportunity to refuse to let any1.23

state agency or state institution disclose personally identifiable information about the1.24
