Any action brought pursuant to this chapter shall be heard and determined by a1.10

judge sitting without a jury. A person bringing a civil action seeking redress for an unfair1.11

discriminatory practice or a respondent is entitled to a jury trial.1.12

If the court or jury finds that the respondent has engaged in an unfair discriminatory1.13

practice, it shall issue an order or verdict directing appropriate relief as provided by1.14

section 363A.29, subdivisions 3 to 6.1.15

When the court issues an order providing for payment to the state of a civil penalty1.16

pursuant to section 363A.29, subdivisions 3 to 6, it shall serve a copy of that order upon1.17

the attorney general at the same time as it makes service upon the parties.1.18
