BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF MINNESOTA:

Section 1. Minnesota Statutes 2022, section 144A.61, subdivision 3a, is amended to read:

Subd. 3a. Competency evaluation program. (a) The commissioner of health shall

approve the competency evaluation program.

(b) A competency evaluation must be administered to persons who desire to be listed

in the nursing assistant registry. The tests may only be administered by technical colleges,

community colleges, or other organizations approved by the Departmentof Health

commissioner of health. The commissioner must ensure any written portions of the

competency evaluation are available in languages other than English that are commonly

spoken by persons who desire to be listed in the nursing assistant registry. The commissioner

may consult with the state demographer or the commissioner of employment and economic

development when identifying languages that are commonly spoken by persons who desire

to be listed in the nursing assistant registry.

(c) The commissioner of health shall approve a nursing assistant for the registry without
requiring a competency evaluation if the nursing assistant is in good standing on a nursing

assistant registry in another state.
