1.10  together or separately, procure and maintain insurance to cover a total amount of no less

1.11 than $50,000,000 in liability arising from rail-related incidents occurring at Union Depot

.12 in the city of St. Paul, the Metropolitan Council shall, after applying all applicable insurance

.13 proceeds paid on behalf of Ramsey County and the Ramsey County Regional Railroad

.14 Authority, indemnify Ramsey County and the Ramsey County Regional Railroad Authority

1.15  for any excess liability arising from rail-related incidents occurring at Union Depot in the

1.16  city of St. Paul up to the amount of the damages limitation established under United States

1.19 (b) Insurance procured by Ramsey County and the Ramsey County Regional Railroad
