1.13  submitted by the association on behalf of the insurance producer and credited upon timely

1.14  filing with the commissioner. An association submitting continuing education credit hours

1.15  on behalf of insurance producers must be registered as an education provider under section

1.16  45.307. Credit granted under these provisions must not be used to satisfy ethics education

1.17 requirements.

1.18 (c) For purposes of this subdivision, active participation in a state or national professional

1.19  insurance association may be demonstrated by service on:

1.20 (1) a board of directors of a state or national chapter of the association;
