The commissioner of natural resources shall establish a honey bee habitat program to1.8

provide enhanced honey bee and other pollinator habitat on state lands. The commissioner1.9

shall identify state lands suitable for enhanced honey bee habitat projects and ensure1.10

state lands throughout the state provide enhanced honey bee and other pollinator habitat.1.11

Notwithstanding section 86A.05, subdivision 2, or any other law to the contrary, the1.12

commissioner may plant native and nonnative plants beneficial to honey bees and other1.13

pollinators as part of an enhanced honey bee habitat project. The commissioner shall1.14

exclude native prairie and lands within state scientific and natural areas from inclusion in a1.15

honey bee habitat project.1.16
