As part of the grant application process, the commission must establish and2.9

publish grant application guidelines that are consistent with this subdivision, section2.10

124D.37, and Public Law 111-13; include criteria for reviewing an applicant's cost-benefit2.11

analysis; and require grantees to use research-based measures of program outcomes to2.12

generate valid and reliable data that are available to the commission for evaluation and2.13

public reporting purposes.2.14

Subd. 2. Grant authority. The commission must use any state appropriation and2.15

any available federal funds, including any grant received under federal law, to award2.16

grants to establish programs for Youthworks AmeriCorps Innovation. At least one grant2.17

each must be available for a metropolitan proposal, a rural proposal, and a statewide2.18

proposal. If a portion of the suburban metropolitan area is not included in the metropolitan2.19

grant proposal, the statewide grant proposal must incorporate at least one suburban2.20

metropolitan area. In awarding grants, the commission may select at least one residential2.21

proposal and one nonresidential proposal.2.22

Code of 1986, workers' compensation coverage, health benefits, training and evaluation3.3

for each program participant, and administrative expenses, which must not exceed3.4

five seven percent of total program costs. Youthworks grant funds may also be used to3.5

supplement applicant resources to fund postservice benefits for program participants.3.6

Applicant resources, from sources and in a form determined by the commission, must3.7

be used to provide for all other program costs, including the portion of the applicant's3.8

obligation for postservice benefits that is not covered by state or federal grant funds and3.9

such costs as supplies, materials, transportation, and salaries and benefits of those staff3.10

directly involved in the operation, internal monitoring, and evaluation of the program.3.11

Sec. 7.
