1.7 Section 1. [169.8296] WEIGHT LIMITS; TOWING AND RECOVERY VEHICLE.​

1.8 Subdivision 1. Annual permit. The commissioner may issue permits to an applicant​

1.9 who pays a single $300 annual fee to cover all tow trucks and towing vehicles owned by​

1.10 the applicant and who meets any other conditions prescribed by the commissioner. The​

1.11 permit authorizes the tow truck or towing vehicle, when towing a disabled or damaged​

1.12 vehicle to a place of repair or safekeeping, to exceed the length and weight limitations of​

1.13 this chapter.​

1.14 Subd. 2. Applicability with urgent movement. Sections 169.823 to 169.828 do not​

1.15 apply to a tow truck or towing vehicle when towing a disabled or damaged vehicle and the​

1.16 movement is (1) urgent, and (2) for the purpose of removing the disabled vehicle from the​

1.17 roadway to a place of repair or safekeeping. A permit is not required for a vehicle operating​

1.18 under this subdivision.​

1.19 Subd. 3. Seasonal load restrictions; exemption. (a) For purposes of this subdivision,​

1.20 "recovery vehicle" means a vehicle equipped with a boom that is used to move or recover​

1.21 an inoperable vehicle.​

1.22 (b) The seasonal load restrictions under section 169.87, subdivisions 1 and 2, do not​

1.23 apply to a tow truck, towing vehicle, or a recovery vehicle that does not exceed a weight​
