(c) "Sexual orientation change efforts" means any practices by a provider that seek1.14

to change an individual's sexual orientation. This includes efforts to change behaviors or1.15

gender expressions, or to eliminate or reduce sexual or romantic attractions or feelings1.16

toward individuals of the same sex. Sexual orientation change efforts do not include1.17

counseling that provides assistance to a person seeking to transition from one gender to1.18
