(c) "Eligible person" means a surviving spouse ot, parent or legal guardian, or

sibling of a person who has died while serving honorably in active service.
(d) "Motor vehicle" means a vehicle for personal use, not used for commercial
purposes, and may include a passenger automobile, motorcycle, recreational vehicle,

pickup truck, or van.
