Subd. 2. Boundaries. The following described lands are located within the1.12

boundaries of the LaSalle Lake State Recreation Area, all in Hubbard County:1.13

(1) the Southwest Quarter of the Southwest Quarter and the Northwest Quarter of the1.14

Southwest Quarter, except the East 10 acres thereof, of Section 29; the Northeast Quarter1.15
