1.14 (b) The Promise Neighborhood of Central Minnesota must use this grant to support

1.15  community collaborations focusing on enhancing students' academic success outside of the

1.16  ordinary school day. Grant funding may be used for staff costs, pupil transportation costs,

1.17 and outreach activities.

1.18 (c) By February 15, 2018, and by February 15 of every subsequent even-numbered year,

1.19  the Promise Neighborhood of Central Minnesota shall submit to the chairs and ranking

121 through grade 12 education a report describing the activities funded by the grant, changes
