$1,200,000 in fiscal year 2016 and $1,200,000 in fiscal year 2017 are appropriated

from the workforce development fund for grants under Minnesota Statutes, section

268A.16, for employment services for persons, including transition-aged youth, who are

deaf, deafblind, or hard-of-hearing.
