609.21, subdivision 1a, paragraph (b) or (c), the stay shall be for not more than six years.1.13

The court shall provide for unsupervised probation for the last year of the stay unless the1.14

court finds that the defendant needs supervised probation for all or part of the last year.1.15

(c) If the conviction is for a gross misdemeanor not specified in paragraph (b), the1.16

stay shall be for not more than two years.1.17

(d) If the conviction is for any misdemeanor under section 169A.20; 609.746,1.18

subdivision 1; 609.79; or 617.23; or for a misdemeanor under section 609.2242 or1.19

609.224, subdivision 1, in which the victim of the crime was a family or household1.20

member as defined in section 518B.01, the stay shall be for not more than two years. The1.21

court shall provide for unsupervised probation for the second year of the stay unless the1.22

court finds that the defendant needs supervised probation for all or part of the second year.1.23

shall be for not more than one year.2.2

(f) The defendant shall be discharged six months after the term of the stay expires,2.3

(g) Notwithstanding the maximum periods specified for stays of sentences under2.6

paragraphs (a) to (f), a court may extend a defendant's term of probation for up to one year2.7
