Subd. 5a. Distance learning course. "Distance learning course" means an
education process based on the geographical separation of instructor and learner. This
includes, but is not limited to:
(1) an interactive Internet course; and
(2) a course taught tve by the instructor via the Internet, video, or other electronic

means.
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
