(b) The criteria must place highest priority on projects that are developed in1.10

conjunction with a trunk highway system project in a manner that minimizes traffic and1.11

community impacts and produces efficiencies, and must be based on consideration of:1.12

(1) effectiveness of the project in eliminating a deficiency in the transportation1.13

system;1.14

(2) number of persons affected by the deficiency;1.15

(3) economic feasibility;1.16

(4) effect on optimum land use and other concerns of state and regional planning;1.17

(5) availability of other financing capability; and1.18

(6) adequacy of provision for proper operation and maintenance after construction.1.19
