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Minnesota Rules: Amendments and Additions

NOTICE: How to Follow State Agency Rulemaking in the State Register

The Sate Register is the official source, and only complete listing, for al state agency rulemaking in its various stages. State
agencies are required to publish notice of their rulemaking action in the Sate Register. Published every Monday, the Sate Register
makes it easy to follow and participate in the important rulemaking process. Approximately 80 state agencies have the authority
to issue rules. Each agency is assigned specific Minnesota Rule chapter numbers. Every odd-numbered year the Minnesota Rules
are published. Supplements are published to update this set of rules. Generally speaking, proposed and adopted exempt rules do not
appear in this set because of their short-term nature, but are published in the Sate Register.

An agency must first solicit Comments on Planned Rules or Comments on Planned Rule Amendments from the public
on the subject matter of a possible rulemaking proposal under active consideration within the agency (Minnesota Satutes 88 14.101).
It does this by publishing a notice in the State Register at least 60 days before publication of a notice to adopt or a notice of hearing,
or within 60 days of the effective date of any new statutory grant of required rulemaking.

When rules are first drafted, state agencies publish them as Proposed Rules, along with a notice of hearing, or a notice of intent
to adopt rules without a hearing in the case of noncontroversia rules. This notice asks for comment on the rules as proposed.
Proposed emergency rules, and withdrawn proposed rules, are also published in the Sate Register. After proposed rules have gone
through the comment period, and have been rewritten into their final form, they again appear in the Sate Register as Adopted Rules.
These final adopted rules are not printed in their entirety, but only the changes made since their publication as Proposed Rules. To see
the full rule, as adopted and in effect, a person simply needs two issues of the Sate Register, the issue the rule appeared in as proposed,
and later as adopted.

The Sate Register features partial and cumulative listings of rules in this section on the following schedule: issues #1-13 inclusive;
issues #14-25 inclusive (issue #26 cumulative for issues #1-26); issues #27-38 inclusive (issue #39, cumulative for issues #1-39); issues
#40-52 inclusive, with final index (#1-52, or 53 in some years). An annual subject matter index for rules was separately printed usually
in August, but starting with Volume 19 now appears in the final issue of each volume.

Executive Orders

The governor has the authority to issue written statements or orders, called Executive Orders. as well as Emergency Executive
Orders. The governor's authority is specified in the Constitution of the Sate of Minnesota, Article V, and in Minnesota Satutes § 4.035.
Emergency Executive Orders, for protection from an imminent threat to health and safety, become effective immediately, are filed
with the secretary of state, and published in the State Register as soon as possible after they are issued. Other Executive Orders
become effective 15 days after publication in the State Register and filing with the secretary of state. Unless otherwise specified, an
executive order expires 90 days after the date the governor who issued the order vacates office.

Emergency Executive Order 14-01: Extending Relief from Regulations to Motor
Carriers and Drivers Operating in the State of Minnesota

I, MARK DAYTON, GOVERNOR OF THE STATE OF MINNESOTA, by virtue of the authority vested in me by the Constitution
and applicable statutes, do hereby issue this Executive Order:

WHEREAS, the entire upper Midwest is experiencing colder than average temperatures, and such weather is expected to continue; and

WHEREAS, #1 fuel oil isarefined distillate that is needed for emergency servicevehicles, buses, generators, diesel vehicles, and home
heating; and
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Executive Orders

WHEREAS, power companies may require nursing homes and hospital s to use generators because of the extremely high demand for
electricity related to the low temperature; and

WHEREAS, Minnesota pipelinesand terminal |ocations have extremely low volumes of #1 fuel oil and licensed petroleum distributors
arefinding it very difficult to secure#1 fuel oil; and

WHEREAS, extremely low volumes of #1 fuel oil areforcing fuel suppliersto travel to terminals around the state; and

WHEREAS, drivers and carriers who are transporting #1 fuel oil, will also need to simultaneously transport gasoline, diesel fuel,
ethanol and biodiesel.

NOW, THEREFORE, | hereby order that:
1. A state of emergency exists in Minnesota that requires relief from regulations incorporated in Minnesota Statues, section
221.0314, subdivision 9, pertaining to hours of servicefor motor carriersand drivers providing direct assistancein emergency relief efforts.

2. Motor carriersand driverstransporting #1 fuel oil, gasoline, diesel fuel, ethanol and biodiesel to affected areas of the state and
providing direct assistance for emergency relief efforts, are exempted from the regulations incorporated in Minnesota Statutes, section
221.0314, subdivision 9, pertaining to hours of service.

3. Nothinginthisorder shall be construed to relieve motor carriersand driverstransporting suppliesand materialsand providing
direct assistance for emergency relief efforts from regulations pertaining to driver qualifications; driving of commercial motor vehicles;
commercial drivers’ licenses; drug and alcohol testing for drivers; or equipment, parts, and accessories necessary for the safe operation of
vehicles.

4. No motor carrier or driver operating under the terms of this order shall require or allow aniill or fatigued driver to operate a
motor vehicle. Any driver who informsacarrier that he or she needsimmediate rest shall be given at least ten consecutive off-duty hours
before the driver isrequired to return to service.

5. Upontheexpiration of thisorder, or when amotor carrier or driver ceasesto provide direct assistanceto the emergency relief
effort, adriver that has had at least thirty-four consecutive hours off-duty must be permitted to start his or her on-duty status hours and
60/70-hour clock at zero.

Pursuant to Minnesota Satutes, section 4.035, subdivision 2, thisEmergency Executive Order is effectiveimmediately and must befiled
with the Secretary of State and published in the State Register as soon as possible after itsissuance. Emergency relief from regulationsfor
motor carriers and driverstransporting #1 fuel oil, gasoline, diesel fuel, ethanol and biodiesel to affected areas of the state, shall remainin
effect for 30 days or until the commercial motor carrier or driver ceasesdirect assistance in providing emergency relief, whichever occurs
first. For purposes of this Emergency Executive Order, direct assistanceisdefined in Minnesota Statutes, section 221.0269, subdivision 3,
paragraph (c). ThisEmergency Executive Order may be extended in accordance with Minnesota Satutes, section 221.0269, subdivision 2.

Every two years, the Minnesota Pollution Control Agency (MPCA) isrequired by the US Environmental Protection Agency (EPA),
through the Clean Water Act, to submit alist of impaired waters to EPA for their review and approval. Impaired waters are those that do
not fully support their beneficial uses, such asrecreation, fishing, or supporting healthy aquatic ecosystems, dueto one or more pollutants.

[1] Thedraft 2014 List of Impaired Watersand Guidance Manual

In accordance with the requirements of Section 303(d) of the Federal Clean Water Act (CWA), the MPCA isrequired tolist, prioritize,
and attach a schedul e that estimates starting dates and completion dates for devel oping the Total Maximum Daily Load (TMDL) for each
impaired stream reach or lake. A TMDL is the maximum amount of a pollutant that a water body can receive and still fully support its
beneficial uses. The TMDL processidentifiesall of the sources of the pollutant and determines how much each source must reducein order
to support the beneficial use. TMDL devel opment schedules are estimated because pollutants vary in complexity and schedules must be
consistent with watershed planning and management. Please note thisis not aschedul e of when the water body will no longer beimpaired.
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The 2014 Draft Impaired Waters List is an Excel file on the MPCA website that contains many spreadsheet tabs. The three most
pertinent tabs are as follows:

The 2014 draft TMDL List — These waters are not meeting water quality standards and need aTMDL pollution reduction
study.

The 2014 I nventory of Impaired Water s—Thisisacompilation of all impaired waters, including thedraft TMDL List, those
waters for which a TMDL has already been approved by EPA but are not yet meeting water quality standards, and those waters not
requiringa TMDL plan.

The 2014 Appendix A Hg TM DL — Thistab shows changes to the water bodies included in the statewide mercury TMDL.

Also on the MPCA website for public comment is the Guidance Manual for Assessing the Quality of Minnesota Surface Waters for
Determination of Impairment 305(b) Report and 303(d) List. This document describes state water quality standards, the data collection
and quality requirements, and the assessment methods used when developing the 303(d) TMDL List and the Inventory of Impaired
Waters.

[2] RevisionstoAppendix A of the approved statewide mercury TMDL

Every two years the MPCA updates Appendix A of the approved statewide mercury TMDL. Appendix A, included in the draft
Impaired Waters List, contains the list of lakes and river segments covered by the statewide mercury TMDL. Fish tissue impairments
identified in Appendix A have mercury concentrations greater than 0.2 mg/kg and lessthan or equal to 0.572 mg/kg. Greater concentrations
are not fully addressed by the statewide mercury TMDL and therefore are still included on the TMDL List as needing additional TMDL
work. Originally approved on March 27, 2007, it is important to note that the statewide mercury TMDL documentation and reduction
goalsare not being changed with Appendix A revisions. Previousrevisionsto Appendix A were approved onApril 3, 2008, September 28,
2010, and May 31, 2012.
