180.05 INSPECTOR, POWERS; OWNER, DUTIES.

It shall be lawful for the inspector of mines or assistant inspector to enter, examine, and
inspect any and all mining operations and machinery belonging to the mine owner, operator, or
agent at all reasonable times by day or by night, but so as not to obstruct or hinder the necessary
workings of the facility. At the request of the inspector of mines, the owner, operator, or agent of a
mining operation shall furnish for inspection:

(1) all maps, drawings, and plans of the mining facility, together with the plans of all
contemplated changes;

(2) a suitable person, who shall be chosen by the inspector from a list containing at least
three candidates, submitted by a majority of employees of the mine, to accompany the inspector
through the mining operation;

(3) any necessary equipment to make a proper inspection; and
(4) all necessary facilities for such entry, examination, and inspection.

Upon receipt of a written request made by the inspector of mines, refusal to permit the inspection,
or to furnish the necessary facilities for entry, examination, and inspection, shall be deemed a
gross misdemeanor.
