144A.14 VOLUNTARY RECEIVERSHIP.

A majority in interest of the controlling persons of a nursing home may at any time request the com-
missioner of health to assume the operation of the nursing home through appointment of a receiver. Upon
receiving a request for a receiver, the commissioner of health may, if the commissioner deems receivership
desirable, enter into an agreement with a majority in interest of the controlling persons, providing for the
appointment of a receiver to take charge of the facility under conditions deemed appropriate by both parties.
The agreement shall specify all terms and conditions of the receivership and shall preserve all rights of the
facility residents as granted by law. A receivership initiated in accordance with this section shall terminate
at the time specified by the parties or at the time when either party notifies the other in writing that the party
wishes to terminate the receivership agreement.
