
176.322 DECISIONS BASED ON STIPULATED FACTS.​

If the parties agree to a stipulated set of facts and only legal issues remain, the commissioner or​
compensation judge may determine the matter without a hearing based upon the stipulated facts and the​
determination is appealable to the court of appeals pursuant to sections 176.421 and 176.442. In any case​
where a stipulated set of facts has been submitted pursuant to this section, upon receipt of the file or the​
stipulated set of facts the chief administrative law judge shall immediately assign the case to a compensation​
judge for a determination. The judge shall issue a determination within 60 days after receipt of the stipulated​
facts.​
