
480.055 RULES NOT IN CONFLICT.​

Subdivision 1. Other courts. Any court, other than the supreme court, may adopt rules of court governing​
its practice; the judges of the court of appeals, pursuant to section 480A.11, and the judges of district courts,​
pursuant to sections 484.33 and 484.52, may adopt rules not in conflict with the rules promulgated by the​
supreme court.​

Subd. 2. Bureaus. Sections 480.051 to 480.058 shall not affect the power of any other statutory body​
to make rules governing its practice.​
