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357.03 EXTRA FEES OF COURT ADMINISTRATOR OF DISTRICT COURT.

In any county of this state where incumbents of the office of court administrator of the district court
prior to the incumbent holding office at the time of the passage of this section have neglected for six years
to enter or file papers or other documents or index the same in such office which should have been entered
or filed by them, and as a result thereof the county records are incomplete, the board of county commissioners
may agree with the court administrator of the district court to properly enter or file all such papers and
documents and index the same, and for such work may pay such court administrator, in addition to the salary
and court administrator hire provided by law, the fees provided for such work by section 357.021; provided,
that no such extra fee shall be paid for the doing of any work which should have been done by such incumbent.
