
373.34 IMPLEMENTATION, NOTICE.​

Subdivision 1. By resolution. Sections 373.32 to 373.37 shall be operative in a county when the county​
board passes a resolution declaring its intent to proceed under the sections and establish a bureau. The​
resolution establishing a county license bureau shall take effect when the county board designates but not​
less than 30 days after the date of the adoption of the resolution.​

Subd. 2. Notices of intent required. A resolution establishing a county license bureau shall not be valid​
unless a notice of intention to adopt the resolution has been mailed by the clerk of the county board to each​
state department having responsibility for the issuance of a state license not less than 20 days before the​
date of the meeting at which the adoption of the resolution is to be considered. A similar notice shall be​
delivered by the clerk of the county board to the deputy registrar of motor vehicles for the county and to​
each county officer having the authority to issue, process or assist in the preparation of an application for​
the issuance of any license not less than ten days before the date of the meeting.​
