
624.62 BOARDING MOVING ENGINES OR CARS.​

It shall be unlawful for any person, other than a passenger or employee, to get on or off, or attempt to​
get on or off, or to swing on, or hang on from the outside of, any engine or car or any electric motor or street​
car upon any railway or track, while the engine, car, motor, or street car is in motion, or switching or being​
switched. Every person who violates this section shall be punished by a fine of not more than $10, and any​
sheriff or police officer finding any person in the act of violating this section shall arrest, take before a proper​
court, and make a verified complaint against the person for the violation.​
