
72A.10 FAILURE TO APPEAR OR OBSTRUCTING COMMISSIONER.​

Whoever without justifiable cause neglects, upon due summons, to appear and testify before the​
commissioner, or obstructs the commissioner, or deputy or assistant commissioner, in an examination of an​
insurance company, shall be guilty, for the first offense, of a misdemeanor, and for each subsequent offense,​
of a gross misdemeanor.​
