In all cases for the condemnation of property for public use, the right, interest, or estate in the property​
proposed to be taken, if greater than an easement, shall be specifically described in the proceedings, and, if​
the right, interest, or estate so described shall be a fee simple absolute, the fee simple absolute shall be an​
estate without any right of reversion under any circumstances.​
