
144.09 COOPERATION WITH FEDERAL AUTHORITIES.​

The state of Minnesota, through its legislative authority:​

(1) accepts the provisions of any act of Congress providing for cooperation between the government of​
the United States and the several states in public protection of maternity and infancy;​

(2) empowers and directs the commissioner to cooperate with the federal Children's Bureau to carry out​
the purposes of such acts; and​

(3) appoints the commissioner of management and budget as custodian of all moneys given to the state​
by the United States under the authority of such acts and such money shall be paid out in the manner provided​
by such acts for the purposes therein specified.​
