
148.70 APPLICANTS, QUALIFICATIONS.​

The Board of Physical Therapy must:​

(1) establish the qualifications of applicants for licensing and continuing education requirements for​
renewal of licensure;​

(2) provide for and conduct all examinations following satisfactory completion of all didactic​
requirements;​

(3) determine the applicants who successfully pass the examination; and​

(4) duly license an applicant after the applicant has presented evidence satisfactory to the board that the​
applicant has met all requirements for licensure as a physical therapist or physical therapist assistant.​
