161.19 CERTAIN RECORDS OBTAINED AND FILED.​

Upon the written request of the commissioner the court administrator of any court, the auditor of any​
county, the clerk of any town, or the recorder or clerk of any city shall furnish a copy of the proceedings,​
documents, and plats, if any, relating to the establishment of any road or the procuring of the right-of-way​
of any road which has been or may be taken over by the state of Minnesota as a trunk highway. The copy​
shall be filed in the records of the commissioner and shall be prima facie evidence of the existence of the​
road as described therein. The legal fee for the copies shall be paid from the trunk highway fund.​
