
168.35 INTENT TO ESCAPE TAX; GROSS MISDEMEANOR.​

Any person who shall, with intent to escape payment of any tax on a motor vehicle, as herein provided,​
delay or neglect to properly list and apply to register the same, or, with intent to prevent the payment or​
collection of the proper tax, fee, or lien thereon, violate or neglect to comply with any of the provisions of​
this chapter, shall be guilty of a gross misdemeanor.​
