192.85 CIVIL OFFICERS SHALL BE GUILTY OF MISDEMEANORS FOR REFUSAL TO ACT.

Any sheriff, jailer, or other civil officer named in the Military Code, who shall neglect or refuse to obey,
execute or return the lawful warrant or other process of a military court, or make a false return thereon, shall
be guilty of a misdemeanor and in addition to the penalties attaching thereto, shall forfeit $50 for each offense
or neglect of duty, the same to be recovered in civil action against such officer and the official sureties by
the adjutant general for the benefit of the maintenance fund of the National Guard.
