
272.40 REMOVAL.​

Any person who shall remove or attempt to remove any structure, timber, minerals, sand, gravel, peat,​
subsoil, or topsoil from any tract of land contrary to the provisions of this chapter after such taxes become​
due and payable and before the same have been fully paid and discharged shall be guilty of a gross​
misdemeanor.​
