
299C.18 BUREAU OPERATIONS REPORT.​

Biennially, on or before November 15, in each even-numbered year the superintendent shall submit to​
the governor and the legislature a detailed report of the operations of the bureau, of information about crime​
and the handling of crimes and criminals by state and local officials collected by the bureau, and the​
superintendent's interpretations of the information, with comments and recommendations. The data contained​
in the report on Part I offenses cleared by arrest, as defined by the United States Department of Justice, shall​
be collected and tabulated geographically at least on a county-by-county basis. In such reports the​
superintendent shall, from time to time, include recommendations to the legislature for dealing with crime​
and criminals and information as to conditions and methods in other states in reference thereto, and shall​
furnish a copy of such report to each member of the legislature.​
