
327.731 LIABILITY; NOTICE.​

Subdivision 1. Liability. (a) A person who negligently or intentionally causes damage to the hotel or​
any furniture or furnishings within the hotel, is liable for damages sustained by the innkeeper, including the​
hotel's loss of revenue resulting from the inability to rent or lease rooms while the damage is being repaired.​

(b) A person who negligently or intentionally causes injury to any person or damage to any personal​
property of the person on the hotel premises is liable for the injury or damage.​

(c) A parent or guardian of a minor also is liable for acts of the minor described in paragraphs (a) and​
(b), if the parent or guardian provides a credit card or an advance cash deposit under section 327.73,​
subdivision 2, paragraph (b).​

Subd. 2. Notice required. An innkeeper shall keep a copy of section 327.73 and this section clearly and​
conspicuously posted at or near the front desk and on the inside of the entrance door of every guest room.​
