
349.35 REVOCATION OF LICENSE.​

Subdivision 1. Suspension; revocation; stay; appeal. If, upon the hearing of the order to show cause,​
it appears that the licensee intentionally possessed or willfully kept upon the licensed premises any gambling​
device, then the license or licenses under which the licensed business is operated on the licensed premises,​
shall be suspended or revoked. The order of suspension or revocation shall not be enforced during the period​
allowed by section 349.39 for taking an appeal.​

Subd. 2. Limitation as to issuance of new license on premises. No new license or licenses for the same​
business upon the same premises shall be issued for the period of one year thereafter, except as hereinafter​
provided.​
