
5.06 AMENDMENT TO UNITED STATES CONSTITUTION; RATIFICATION, NOTICE.​

When the legislature shall ratify any amendment to the Constitution of the United States which shall be​
proposed by Congress, as provided by the Constitution of the United States, it shall be the duty of the​
secretary of state forthwith to transmit to the administrator of general services of the United States government​
official notice thereof. Such notice shall include the official certificate of the secretary of state of the action​
of the legislature ratifying any such amendment under the hand of the secretary of state and attested by the​
great seal of the state.​
