
548.07 JUDGMENT AFTER DEATH OF PARTY.​

Judgment may be entered after the death of a party upon a verdict, or decision upon an issue of fact,​
rendered in the party's lifetime. Such judgment shall not be a lien on real property of the decedent, but shall​
be payable, in the course of administration of the decedent's estate, as if allowed by the district court against​
the estate.​
