
548.08 JUDGMENT ROLL, HOW MADE UP.​

Upon entering the judgment, the court administrator shall forthwith attach together and file the following​
papers, which shall constitute the judgment roll:​

(1) if the complaint be not answered, the summons and proof of its service, the complaint, proof that no​
answer has been received, any report, decision or order filed in the case, and the judgment;​

(2) in all other cases, the summons and pleadings, notices of motion and orders made thereon, a copy​
of the judgment, the verdict, decision, or report, all offers of the defendant, and all orders involving the​
merits of the action and affecting the judgment. If any original paper be lost or withheld, the court may​
permit a copy to be filed and used in its stead. A settled case or bill of exceptions, if one is filed, shall be​
attached to the judgment roll upon the request of either party.​
