
626.848 TRAINING COURSES, LOCATIONS.​

Subject to board rules, the superintendent of the Bureau of Criminal Apprehension shall provide courses​
at convenient locations in the state, for training peace officers in their powers and duties, and in the use of​
approved equipment and the latest technique for detection, identification and apprehension of criminals. For​
this purpose, the superintendent may use the services and employees of the bureau.​

The superintendent shall provide training to deputy constables in the limitations on their powers and​
duties, the conduct of inspections, and such other matters as the board may direct. Nothing herein shall be​
construed as establishing a mandatory training requirement for deputy constables.​
