
97A.0452 NOTICE OF PROPOSED ADOPTION OF EMERGENCY RULE.​

The proposed emergency rule must be published with a notice of intent to adopt emergency rules in the​
State Register, and the same notice must be mailed to all persons registered with the commissioner to receive​
notice of any rulemaking proceedings. The notice must include a statement advising the public that a free​
copy of the proposed rule is available on request from the commissioner and that notice of the date of​
submission of the proposed emergency rule to the attorney general will be mailed to any person requesting​
to receive the notice. For at least 25 days after publication the commissioner shall afford all interested persons​
an opportunity to submit data and views on the proposed emergency rule in writing. The notice must also​
include the date on which the 25-day comment period ends.​
