""Potential emissions" or "potential to emit" means the maximum capacity while1.8

operating at the maximum hours of operation of an emissions unit, emission facility, or1.9

stationary source to emit a pollutant under its physical and operational design. Any physical1.10

or operational limitation on the capacity of the stationary source to emit a pollutant,1.11

including air pollution control equipment and restriction on hours of operation or on the1.12

type or amount of material combusted, stored, or processed, must be treated as part of its1.13

design if the limitation or the effect it would have on emissions is federally enforceable.1.14

Secondary emissions must not be counted in determining the potential to emit of1.15

an emissions unit, emission facility, or stationary source. Fugitive emissions shall not1.16

be counted when determining potential to emit, unless required under part 7007.0200,1.17

subpart 2, item B."1.18

(b) The commissioner may use the good cause exemption under Minnesota Statutes,1.19

section 14.388, subdivision 1, clause (3), to adopt rules under this section, and Minnesota1.20

Statutes, section 14.386, does not apply, except as provided under Minnesota Statutes,1.21
